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The Base Realignment and Closure process 

dictates that both the Armor Center and the 

Armor Collection will be moved to Ft. Ben-

ning, Georgia by 2011. 

As part of this process an entirely new Mu-

seum honoring the patriotic men and women 

who trained, served and fought in Americaõs 

mounted forces will be constructed at Ft. 

Benning.  

The museum will be a multidimensional facil-

ity that incorporates the latest audio, video 

and communications technologies. It will be 

designed to entertain and engage a broad 

spectrum of the public with particular em-

phasis on the military family and the par-

ents/families of servicing military.  

The facility will be an integral part of the 

Maneuver Center of Excellence and a dy-

namic resource for training, recruiting and 

retention.
